To all our Reach -Out Supporters:

The Reach -Out program celebrated its
eight year in the community on August
3, 2009. The community was happy as
we looked at the achievements we
have made so far in the development
of our community. The last five years
have been of great significance, as we
evolved into a community service cen-
tre, providing direct needs to the or-
phaned and vulnerable children within
the West Kochieng community.

We have seen tremendous growth in
the area of education. Three students
that graduated from Dr. El Hefni secon-
dary school have joined MOI University
to pursue their first degrees, three other
students joined middle level colleges,
and another two will begin in January.

As part of our effort to improve educa-
tional standards among the supported
children and community, the Dr. El
Hefni Primary School was opened in
January and its first 25 students sat for
the primary level examination this year.
We hope that the examination results

due for release this December will
prove our efforts! We also presented a
total of 18 students who sat for the sec-
ondary examination this year. This will
be the second time orphaned or vul-
nerable students from the Reach -Out
community presented as candidates
for the National Exams.

As we move into 2010, we have new
dreams that one day
develop a technical training centre to
support the orphans who are out of
school and we also hope to begin a
primary school to enable us provide a
more conducive learning environment
for the children in the community.

We are deeply grateful to you, our sup-
porters. Your contributions to the Reach
-Out program are changing the face of
our community and allowing us to
dream for the future.
